The % mile sod runway (100° wide) 9-27 has no obstructions but does have a 200’
displaced threshold at each end (east end, Co. Rd. 1800 and west end for crop clearance)
so is listed as 2200’. Unicom is 122.9, field elevation is 695’ and pattern is left @ 1500’
msl. Windsock at west end of airstrip, north side, is most reliable. Airstrip is just north of
the 10 residences which run to the airstrip mid-point. The Palmgren’s tan and gray hangar
& ramp is west of their house at end of the cul-d-sac at mid-field taxiway. Aircraft
parking to south of hangar.

No Aerobatics, Buzz Jobs, etc. because of safety and a “sensitive neighbor”
at SE corner of Aero Place Subdivision. Land at Your Own Risk by Invitation. No
Fuel.

Driving: Day Aero Place is located about 2 miles East of Urbana on Co. Rd. 1800 E.
(2 miles east of Rt. 130) approximately half way between Windsor (1400N) on the South
and Rt. 150 (1600N) on the North. Aero Place is on the west side of Co. Rd. 1800E.
